The
species included ficus,

dwarf umbrella tree,
portulacaria, bougainvillea
and some spireae and
hibiscus. Many members

left with multiple cuttings!
This has proven to be a
popular activity that we
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should repeat every
year.

In the second portion of
the program, Elroy
Cober presented the
characteristic of the
Dawn Redwood as
bonsai. This tree, also

called Metasequoia, is in
the family of sequoia
and can become a very
large tree. It can thicken

up quite fast even
in  bonsai  growing
condition. This variety

of sequoia is hardy in
the Ottawa climate and
can be grown in the
ground to thicken up
the trunk faster.
