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We were happy to see many new members at our October meeting and we wish 
to extend a very warm welcome to all of them!   

In the first portion of the October meeting, Jean-Claude Lévesque introduced us  
to the family of the Privet, a species very well suited for bonsai. He started  
experimenting with privet in bonsai culture from specimens he collected in the 
hedge around his property!  It is a zone 4 tree which requires proper winter  
protection in our region.  Privets have an excellent ability to bud back and are ex-
cellent shrubs to learn on.  

A group of members got together at break 
time to discuss the details of different  
wintering techniques applicable in our  
climate.  The biggest challenge for most  
members is how to deal with semi-hardy 
trees. One idea that was looked into in more 
details and that works in our area was that of 
using a Styrofoam box with a tiny lightbulb as 
heat source for those who choose to winter 
their trees in an unheated garage. 

In the second portion of the evening, Vianney 
Leduc introduced us to the hemlock. This  
conifer, available in our area, is very well  
suited for bonsai.  It has very small needles 
which make it an excellent candidate for  
shohin size trees.  It is a species which grows 
very slowly in nature.  Vianney presented a 
hemlock that was collected in nature and 
placed in the ground for around 15 years in 
order to develop a new trunk line. You can 
see a before and after picture of this hemlock  
beside. 

Thank you to all members who brought  
trees to the meeting to stimulate informal 
discussion!
